


Process for Registered Apprentices/Trainees Who
Are Returning to Active Duty

When registered apprentice/trainee has been called to active duty, the following
needs to occur:

e VA Form 22-1999b, Notice of Change in Status, should be filled out and signed
by the certifying official and forwarded to the VA.
© The NCDOL consultant may assist the sponsor in forwarding this form to the
NCDOL Raleigh office
© Raleigh office will forward to VA Regional Office

e Apprentice will remain active in the apprenticeship program and will not be can-
celled from the apprenticeship program.

When the active duty tour is completed and the veteran returns to employment
with the sponsor and training begins, VA Form 22-1999, which is the Enroliment
Certification, should be filled out and signed by the certifying official.

a. The apprenticeship consultant may assist the sponsor in forwarding this form
to the NCDOL Raleigh Office who will then submit to the Regional Office.

b. At the same time, an apprenticeship Amendment Request Form must be sub-
mitted by the apprenticeship consultant and signed by the sponsor extending
the apprenticeship/OJT term for the length of time the veteran or eligible indi-
vidual was called to active duty.
